In fourth grade what did I know? The minister led a Sunday service, easy job said the church school 
student. By high school the pastor added a confirmation class to some of those afternoons. Still 
seemed a compact job description, if I ever thought about it. In 1971 when we come to this church, 
one day I discovered Dick Merrill on his hands and knees reading the water meter in the old kitchen 
under our sanctuary. A call to a church took on a new look! Understanding a leader’s job took a giant 
leap ahead when I heard, "Will you?" from the Worship Ministry. Diane’s mission ‘exploded’ in time 
and variety as I listened and participated. If we gathered all our church stories I predict we’d come up 
with a long, diverse list of ways we’ve experienced a pastor’s help. Each age has a need that is an-
swered from baptism of babies to encouraging family care for elders. 

Surely meter reading isn’t part of pastoral training. It seems that the sentiment of All I Really Need to 
Know I Learned in Kindergarten would carry over to years at seminary. Not true, Diane and Tara said 
in a quiz session I had with them. 

Tara, graduating from BTS on May 21, has gained her skills in youth work through teaching in Port-
land, guiding activities at CCC, taking courses and seminars aside from BTS on conflict resolution and 
team building. Not available at school, but valuable, would have been time spent on managing conflict 
and family systems theory. Important has been "truly living in the world with sexual issues". I guess 
we’d call that life experience. 

Diane’s wish-I’d -had- these- classes-list comes from an ordained leader’s seat. Perhaps the list is in 
random order or as the needs of her day made each wish important. They fall into three groups: peo-
ple, money, and time. Can we be surprised? Personnel issues arise, such as, ‘ Are employee church 
members treated the same as employee non-members?’, ‘When to assist a person safely to leave an 
abusive relationship?’, ‘How to counsel families in crisis?’, ‘How to support aging members when their 
capacity dwindles and family members are not nearby?’ 

Money matters, but not in Diane’s seminary syllabus. She sometimes has to decide who is a church 
affiliate and who isn’t when it comes time to charge for use of the building. Advising fund raisers like 
pledge and capital campaign committees wasn’t covered at the 101 or graduate levels. 

Time management makes it a trio of classes at the College of What I Wish Had Been Offered. 

Experience came along as their teachers.

Why Health here?   
 This is a good question and possibly you have pondered it yourself.  Church is the natural place to find 
health.

 By walking into the church building, listening for God, praying and interacting as Jesus would with 
each other AND soaking up the summer sun, activities and sounds, our health and soul will be nourished 
throughout the summer.
